1. John’s Command: Be abiding in Him (2:28a)

28 And now, little children, abide in Him,
a. Meaning: Remain, Continue, Abide
b. Tense: Present imperative — continually remaining
c. Direction: In Him...
d. Connection: Repeats command at the end of 1 John 2:27
and just as it has taught you, you will abide in Him. (be abiding in it/him)
e. Biblical Usage:
NT: 118x in 102 verses — 68 of those are John’s (nearly 58%), and
John uses the term 24x in 1 John alone (in only 3 of 5 chapters).

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. Our Active Response: Purifying Ourselves (3:3)

a. People: Everyone who has this hope
b. Practice: Ongoing purifying
e Activity: Is purifying (ongoing cleaning)
e Responsibility: Himself (individual duty)
c. Principle: Just as He is pure
